The first thing you should do in Terre Blanche is inhale deeply — not to find your

yogic center but to discover quite possibly the best-smelling resort in the world.

Across this hilly, 750-acre swath of Provencal countryside, lavender, thyme,

rosemary, jasmine and myrtle burst forth the sweetest scents nature has to offer,

perfuming all five stars of this resort in France's Var hinterland.

The beauty of the landscape and its attributes wasn't lost on Sean Connery, either:
He purchased the estate in 1979 from the mayor of nearby Tourettes. The actor
envisioned a grand golf club and set about clearing the land for fairways. Ultimately,

the project proved too much for 0o7 but not for German software billionaire

Dietmar Hopp, who picked up the gauntlet in 1999 and opened Terre Blanche five

years later.

Golf is the name of the game at Terre Blanche, with two Dave Thomas-designed 18-
hole courses that continue to rack up recognition, including a No. 1 ranking last year
by Golf World magazine for European golf resorts. The on-site Albatros Golf
Performance Center includes a driving range, the Leadbetter Academy and even

motion capture technology to analyze and optimize your swing.

But nongolfers like me don't feel left out, as the pleasures of Terre Blanche run deep,
and positively subdermal at the spa — at least if you book a treatment or shimmy up
against the jets of the "vitality pool."

Most guests take dinner in Le Gaudina, which
if not boasting the pedigree of Faventia serves just as much Provencal cuisine to be
proud of, particularly when pairing the ox cheek braised and glazed with lemongrass

and ginger with puff pastry with praline cream and a lavender-infused martini.

The only place Terre Blanche slumps somewhat on dazzle is in the semidetached
villas and suites forming the bud of the property. It's not the comfort, space or
materiel that is in question but a design that, although perfectly adequate, doesn't
channel as much of the spirit of Provence as perhaps it could, with simple
terracotta-colored floors, pale yellow walls and beige curtains (although the outdoor

terrace is a keeper).

The contrast may represent the northern European sensibilities of the owner, and,
indeed, most common areas keep to grays, blacks and whites, with any flares of
color kept firmly with delineated lines of upholstery, throws and artwork. It
probably appeals to the wealthy, reserved clientele, who may shy away from more

significant flights of fancy.

But you can always return to the breath, too, and that note alone ensures Terre
Blanche stays in the memory for a lifetime, to be resuscitated each time a fragrance

of supreme quality passes under vour nose.

Additionally, less than a year after the TSA
added security agents and bomb-sniffing
dogs to reduce more than hourlong secu-
rity line waits at U.S. airports last summer,
Trump has proposed fee hikes and funding
cuts for the agency.

As they sell the basic economy fares
they brought to market in late Feb-
ruary, United and American have
taken proactive steps on their web-
sites to avoid confusing consum-
ers. But in other digital channels,

displays of the new fare class tickets
are less consistent.

Both airlines went live with basic economy
fares on Feb. 21. United is thus far offering
the fares only on flights between Minneapo-
lis and its seven hub cities, such as Chicago,
Denver and Mewark.

hough I've never watched an episode of “Downton Abbey,” T felt

like a privileged period character approaching Cliveden House’s

dramatic, graveled driveway, though it was hard to imagine myself
in a horse and buggy while riding in a chauffeured Mercedes-Benz.

One can’t help but be enthralled at the
sight of the sprawled, neoclassical man-
sion estate in the Berkshire countryside,
with 376 acres of gardens and woodlands
to explore and with a legacy that predates
the birth of our own nation. Once the
home of the Second Duke of Bucking-
ham and his mistress and later the uber-
wealthy Astor family, Cliveden House
has hosted royalty, presidents and other
famous figures for many a party (and oc-
casional scandal) over the last 350 years,
and its reincarnation as a hotel transports

guests into the avish lives of yesteryear.
Cliveden House is but a 40-minute
train ride from London, making it a very
convenient stopover to and from the Brit-
ish capital. The mansion, now owned by
billionaire developers lan and Richard
Livingstone, houses 47 classic, individu-
ally designed rooms and suites. While
Cliveden has preserved its Old World al-
lure with its recent refurbishment, the
rooms offer 21st century comforts such
as Sony tablets and handy USB outlets to
forgo any fumbling with adapters. The

bathrooms are wrapped waist-high in
white-gray Cararra marble, and many of
the rooms feature original, often one-of-
a-kind portraits and tapestries. You won't
feel as if you're a guest in a hotel but rath-
er a puest of some esteemed 159th century
aristocrat with exquisite tastes.

I felt as though I'd won the jackpot stay-
ing in the Westminster, one of the Deluxe
Suites in the main house, with its front-and-
center view of the terrace and the Parterre
in the mansion's rear. The word “enchant-
ing” best befits the 4-acre, Versailles-like
splendor of the house, with two large sets
of interwoven garden beds and pyramid-cut
elm trees set atop a dliff, all cradled under-
neath by the winding River Thames.

Cliveden’s dining program is led by
executive head chef Andre Garrett, who
oversees the main dining room in the
mansion and the informal Astor Grill.

The latter, having opened in spring 2016,
is housed in a former horse stable and
cleverly infuses the equestrian theme in
its contemporary decor. The grand An-
dre Garrett dining room — replete with
chandeliers, sea green velvet seats and
walls with stately portraits — will make
you want to don your dandiest even for
breakfast. Save the sense of occasion for
dinner, though, when Garrett offers sea-
sonal, modern British a la carte and eight-
course tasting menus: think foie gras with
pistachio and plum and turbot fillet with
seaweed and borage veloute.

By summer 2017, the property will
have completed the five-year restora-
tion of its terrace and reopened its new
and improved spa, which includes the
infamous outdoor pool that played
host to the Profumo affair, the scandal
between an esteemed, married politi-
cian and a young model that rocked
the British parliament in 1961.

It’s not the comfort, space or
materiel that is in question but a design
that, although perfectly adequate, doesn't
channel as much of the spirit of Provence
as perhaps it could, with simple terracotta-
colored floors, pale yellow walls and beige
curtains {although the outdoor terrace is a
keeper).

The contrast may represent the northern
European sensibilities of the owner, and,
indeed, most common areas keep to grays,
blacks and whites, with any flares of color
kept firmly with delineated lines of uphol-
stery, throws and artwork. It probably ap-
peals to the wealthy, reserved clientele, who
may shy away from more significant flights
of fancy.

But you can always return to the breath,
too, and that note alone ensures Terre
Blanche stays in the memory for a lifetime,
to be resuscitated each time a fragrance of
supreme quality passes under your nose.
